Running in'theaf it
has been rendering the yeoman service catéoirtige educational needs of the youth in this part
at an affordable cost. Spread over an area of 23 acres of land, it has grown strongly with
supportive management, dedicated teaching and administrative staff, active Alumni Association
and PTA, functionalQAC and adequate infrastructure.

In order to accommodate the present strengtth@ttudents, the College has sufficient
number of lecture halls, library, laboratories, staff rooms, auditorium, indoor stadiumggmalti
playground and basic amenitiéhe aim of the institution is to attract more and more students
and to improve the student enrollment by adding new sections and by providing better
infrastructural facilities.

undertake research based project works etc. Free midday meal is provided to deserving students
based on povertgum-merit basis.

The College has 53 dedicated faculty members including 3 Ph.D. and13 M.Phil. holders.
Teachers are appointed as per the norms of the governmaet Academic work is distributed
among the teaching faculty. The teachers maintain work diary in which masehdistribution
of syllabus, lesson plans, daily records, tutorial classes and tesetdeare recorded. In addition
to the traditional chalk and talk methods, the teachers use the innovative teaching methods such
as interactive sessioaxperiential learningpower point presentations, assignments, discussions,
seminars, debates, caseidies, industrial visits, study tour and local surveys €&sts and
assignments are given for evaluating the performance of the students.

Free Midday Meal Scheme

Goal
Midday meal scheme is an ambitious project of the college to provide midday

meal to the poor and the needy students from the rural area. The stated objectives of the
scheme are as follows:
e To provide free midday meals to the deserving studentsienit-cum-poverty
basis on every working day.
e No student should remain in empty stomach during the noon hours in the
college.

The Context

Majority of the students are from economically weak background. Most of the
parents of our students are daily wagenees, cooli workers and marginal farmers and
working in beedi industry. Hence, they cannot afford even one time meal for every day. In
this context the Institution has taken an initiate to provide free midday meal to the
meritorious cum poverty students.
The Practice

The college authorities took serious note of the situation in which the students
were attending classes either with limited food or empty stomach. It was affecting their
participation in the learning process. To overcome this social probiemninstitution
decided to create a corpus fund to be used to provide free midday meals to the deserving
students. Applications are invited from the deserving students, and the same are placed in
the Free Midday Meals Screening Committee. After an elabswagening process, the
eligible students are selected based on well defined criteria.
Evidence of success

The evidence of the success of the free midday meals scheme can be judged from
the interest and the enthusiasm shown by the students to jachbme. The success of
the scheme resulted in the increase of academic performance of the students and also
reflected in the results of the college.

Those who received the benefits of the scheme successfully passed out in the
examination with distinctionfirst class, second class. Weave also observed the
increased participation of the students in the estraicular activities.

The number of applications seeking free midday meals is increasing year after
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year, but the paucity of funds does not pertimd institution to extend this facility to all
the applicants. Every year steps are taken to increase corpus fund so as to include more
and more needy students in this scheme.

6. Notes
The free midday meals scheme implemented in the college has attracted wid

public attention. The alumni, staff, parents, the management and the wellwishers
generously contribute to this noble cause. The college sees it as a great opportunity to
serve the society by feeding the hungry mouths.
